B oa t i ng ,  sunba t h -
ing and bike trails. It 
might sound more 

like a cottage retreat than the 
urban community of Pick-
ering, but for David Singer, 
project director at Madison 
Group, it was all part of the 
charm of the Liverpool Rd. 
and Commerce St. property 
the developer is now turning 
into Frenchman’s Bay, a low-
rise project of townhouses 
and detached homes. “When 
we first took a look at the site 
we fell in love with the fact 
that it was a waterfront com-
munity,” says Singer. “We felt 
that outside of Oakville and 
Burlington, there’s such a 
lack of waterfront product on 
the market, and we really felt 
like it’s a coastal haven there.” 
Easy access to the waterfront 
wasn’t the only thing that ap-
pealed to the developer — the 
site is surrounded by mature 
homes, and the Pickering GO 
station is just a four-minute 
drive away, with Highway 401 
equally accessible. Pickering 
Town Centre mall is a seven-
minute drive. “It’s in a great 
location in the Pickering 
area, and in regards to afford-
ability and transit orienta-
tion it’s unbelievable,” Singer 
adds.
50 Steps: “Commerce Street 
Park is located literally adja-
cent to the site,” Singer says. 
In fact, the park will have 
a pathway into the French-
man’s Bay community, giv-
ing homeowners easy access, 
where Singer says a new 
sports field and playground 
equipment are underway. 
Alderwood Park and Doug-
las Park are also within 
walking distance.
300 Steps: A busy gathering 
spot for summer sun seek-
ers, the local waterfront is a 
short walk. But if sunbathing 
isn’t your cup of tea, you can 
have a literal cup of tea in-
stead: the lakefront is home 
to several dining opportun-
ities, including the Hy-Tea 
teahouse and restaurant, 
and Port Restaurant. To wear 
off the calories post-meal, 12 
kilometres of the Waterfront 
Trail run through the area. 
“You’re able to walk, run or 
bike, and those trails go right 
along the water,” Singer says.
400 Steps: Before there was 
Frenchman’s Bay, Madison’s 
community in progress, 
there was Frenchman’s Bay 
Marina, which features over 
200 boat slips, as well as The 
Lake House event space. 
“You could actually boat 
from there, and you could 
be in Toronto within half an 
hour,” Singer says.

Townhouses and single-
detached homes at French-
man’s Bay range from 1,910 
to 2,700 square feet and start 
in the low $800,000s. The 
sales office is at 1635 Bayly 
St., Pickering, open Monday 
to Thursday from noon to 7 
p.m.

Designer Stella Salvador calls these model vignettes “elegant and modern.” But the bathroom and kitchen at 
Tridel’s site Bianca are a certain kind of elegant, she adds, with a “refined industrial” esthetic.
